
Monthly Income Worksheet
Write a dollar figure next to each relevant income source. Make sure that the figure you write down 
is the amount you receive from each income source on a monthly basis.

If you get a salary, be sure to use your take-home pay, not your gross pay. Taxes are usually taken out 
automatically, but if they’re not, remember to include them as another expense. If you receive money 
from somewhere not listed, enter the source of that money along with the amount under “other income.”

Monthly Expenses Worksheet
How do you typically spend your money? In other words, how do you live your life every month? 
The following worksheet divides spending into fixed and flexible expenses. If some of your expenses 
for one or more category change significantly each month, take a three-month average for your total.  

Flexible Expenses  These are expenses that can change or adjust in amount.

Fixed Expenses  These are regular expenses that are roughly the same every month.
